CL.4 FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS 
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The MoU will not be used to obligate or commit funds or as the basis for the transfer of funds 
between the institutions. Actual funds will be transferred only in accordance with and under 
specific inter-agency agreements that the institutions subsequently write, pursuant to this MoU, 
when collaborative projects become operational and on a case-to-case basis. This will include 
payment of facilitation charges by an institution for using the facilities of the other. All activities 
pursuant to this MoU are subject to the availability of sufficient funds.

• Joint Publications, 
• Exchange of staff and students for the purpose of joint research, training, 

Community services, etc.
